Dr. L. B. Tuckerman of the 

National Bureau of Standards 
will address the Engineers Club 
of the Virginia peninsula at 
8 p.m. March 9, in the Sunday 
School auditorium of the Cen­
tral Methodist Church in Hamp­
tOll on the subject "Mathema­
tics As She Are Taught". 

Dr. Tuckerman has been as­
sociated with the Bureau of 
Standards since shortly after ' 
World War I. As a member of 
the various technical commit­
t e es of the NACA, he has con­
tributed greatly to the work 
of the NACA. 

Dr. Tuckerman has written 
over 60 technical papers. He 
is a man who delved deeply in 
his researches and very effec­
tively presents the results. 
He h a s a reputation as an 
enginee r-phys ic is t able to deal 
with a wide variety of techni­
cal problems. His r e cent re­
searches into how mathe matics 
is taught has led him to pre­
pare an illustrated lecture on 
the SUbject. His topic sug­
gests the somewhat unconven­
tional nature of' his discussion.

RED CROSS DRIVE NETS 
$586 FIRST TWO DAYS 

The Labor a tor y 's Red Cross War Furid Drive g ot under way 
March 1 and indications are that the $3,000 quota will be e x­
ceeded before the campaign c loses on March 7. A total of 
$586.50 was collected by solic itors March 1 ann 2, including 
$444.50 the first da y ann $142 the se c ond. There were $219 
collected in the West Area, $193 in the Full Scale Tunnel Area 
and $174.BO in the Administrative Builning Area. 

Final preparations for the 
campaign were made on Tuesday PROVIDE TWO 
afternoon when all of the soli-
citors attended a g roup meet­
ing in the projection room of 
the Administration DUilding. 
P. Warren Spratley, chairman 
of the Elizabeth City 'County 
chapter of the Red Cross, gave 
a talk on the histor y of the 
worldwide organization and out­
lined its present needs. 

Mr. Spratley pOinted that 
while the Red Cross is gener­
ally thought to be a g overn­
mental organization it has no 
official connection with the 
government and receives no 
government subsidy . All of the 
funds for its operation come 
from the contributions of in­
dividuals. He also stated that 
three-fourths of the total 
amount needed would g o direc t l~­

to the support o:f the armed 
forces. 

The three area chairmen 
and their assistants for the 
drive are Lucy Bainbridge and 
Glenda Ellison in the Admini­
strative Building area, Cath­
erine Turner and Ruth Smith 
,in the Wes t Area, and Virginia 
Tucker and not Young in the 
Full-Scale Tunnel Area.
