State Income Tax 
Returns Due June 1 

Every unmarried person and 
eve.ry married person not living 
wit.h hUsband 01" wife, who ha.d 
a gross incolII4! of more than 
$1000 in 1943, and every mar­
ried person living with husband 
or wire and every widow or 
widower with dependent minor 
child or children, who had a 
gross income of more than 
$2000 in 1943, must file a 
s ta te inc ome tax re turn on or 
before June 1; 1944. This re­
turn must be filed with the 
commissioner of the revenue 
for the county or city in 
which the person . fi,ling re­
s ide ·s. 

If, on the ' other hand,
