X-RAY SURVEY

STARTS TUESDAY

As was annownced last week,
nreparations are being made by the

aboratory!s Health Unit in cooper=
ation with the State Department of
Health for the 1949 chest X=ray
survey of Lab employees to get
underway next Tuesday, East Area
employees will have an opportunity
to take advantage of this service
from August 2 through 5 and West
Area employees will be x-rayed
from August 8 through 10.

It is planmned to use the same
locations as in the 1948 survey
with employees in the BEast Area
being served in the Zast Area
Dispensary located in the Utility
Building and the Vest Area employ-
ses being Xe-rayed in the lounge
room of the Activities Buildinge

As has been the case in the
past {ew ycars, there will be no
charge for the service and dis-
robing will be urmecessary.

Although participation in
the X-ray survey is entirely
volwmbary, it is strongly re-
commended that each employee
avail himself of the+opportunity
of obtaining this valuable di-
agnostic service without cost or
loss of time to himself,

Any suspicious findings will
be reported and 1l and 17 inch
f£ilm will be taken on these per-
sons with the reading being sent
to the individuals physizian,

It is hoped that from 80 to
90 percent of Laboratory em-
ployees will take advantage of
the "screening" examination as
early case-{inding may save months
or years of treatment and expense,
and nay prevent communicating the
disease to children,

Section heads will be noti-
fied by telephone when the em-
ployees of their section may re-—
port to the clinic rooms, It is
asked that employees be promptly
dispatched upon this notification
