The D-558 i s  a pro j e c t  
of t h e  Navy Bureau of Aeronauti c s  
and i s  d 6s igned to t est t h e  use­
fulness of low aspect r at i o  w i ngs 
in the transonic zone. Another 
ai rplane , now under constructi o n ,  
w i l l  b e  u s e d  t o  test t h e  effect 
of wing sweepback. 

Powered by a General 'Elect­
ric TG-180 axial-flow turb o j e t  
engine d eveloping 4 , 000 lb . sta­
t i c  thrust , the nSkystreak" w i ll 
take off 8nd climb under i t s  own 
power , in contrast to the XS� l ,  
which i s  dropped from a B-29 at 
high altitud eS.

-,.,111 be c ompl etely lns-trumented dur-

ing fl ight tests to obta in measure­
ments of air pressures , c ontrol for­
c es and s tructural loads in flight. 
Extensive instrumentat ion w i ll be 
employed on the engine to determine 
j et pressures , temperatures and 
fuel consumption at high altitude s .  

Th e  Navy contract ' with Douglas 
spec ifies the construc tion of "sev­
eral" of the planes , although the 
exact number has not yet been re­
vealed. All w i ll go to the NACA 
eventua lly for incorporat ion o f  
various wing shapes and sizes dur­
ing the test program. Another 
"Skystreak" version is being bui­
It for the Army Air Fo rces known 
as the XS-3. 

The D-558 is the second step 
in an extens ive series of pro­
gressive aircraft d es igns and mo­
d i f ications for invest igation of 
transonic speed problems. Later 
mOdels , now under c onstruct ion , 
w i ll be des igned for wholly sup­
ersonic speed s ,  although final 
forms of these models must await 
the t est s on the XS-l and the 
D-558, "Aviati on News" commented.

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FORMER EMPLOYEE 
RECEIVES A WARD 

Robert T. Jones , former head 
of the Stability and Control Livis­
ion but now with the Ames Laborat­
ory , has been honored wi th the 
1946 Sylvanus Albert Reed Award of 
the Insti tute of the Aeronautical 
Sc iences.  The award cons ists ' Of an 
honorarium and a certificate which 
c ites his selection "for h1s con­
t ribut i ons to the understanding of 
flow phenomena around wings and 
bod i es at s peeds below and above 
the speed o f  sound . "  

Jones ' most prominent achie­
vements have b een in the fi eld of 
dynami.cs o f  a irplane' motions , dev­
elopment of shapes for supersonic 
f l ight , and the comb ination of these 
two f i elds t o  achieve accurately 
c ontrolled flights of missiles at 
h igh speed. His o�tstanding con­
tribution has b een the r eduction of 
the complexity of mathema tical sta­
bility theory to prac tical engineer­
ing form useful to the d esigner. 
He wa s  the f irst man in this count­
ry to V i sua l i z e ,  study , a nd publish 
results on the advantages of swept­
back w ings for h ig h  speed flight . 

Fellowship in the Inst itute 
has been conferred on Russel G. 
nobinson , Asslst 9llt Director of 
Aeronautical Research o f  the NACA ; 
Addison M. Rothroc k ,  Chief of Re­
search at AERL ; and Abe Silver­
stein , Chief of the Wind Tunnel 
and Flight Divis ion at Cleveland .
