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CAFETERIA CREDIT
SYSTEM REVOKED

The NACA Exchange Council notified
the staff on May 23, "Due to the
misuse of Junch cards, the credit
system will be discontinued effective
May 31st." s

According to Walter Reiser, treas-
urer of the Exchange, the two chief
misuses have been the practice of
charging purchases to someone else’s
card and the losing of.cards.

It's impossible for cafeteria
cashiers to know the face and name of
every employee and to spot every in-
correct charge whether accidental or
intentional. So, when accounts are
)ayable, some people know that the
Zharges on their cards are more than
-they have made themselves. They
complain to the cafeteria management.
Since there is no way of checking,
the word of the complainant is taken.
The overcharge is wiped off. If a
card is lost, since no duplicate

‘record is kept, some estimate agreeable

to the holder must be made.

When the charge system was set up
years ago the organization was smaller
than it is now. When everyone knew
everyone else there was little chance
for mistakes and this very informal
system was satisfactory. With the
growth of the staff however, there
has been growing dissatis’  ction so
the cash system will be used hereafter.

OFFICIAL WORD ON
MUSTERING-OUT PAY

Men transferred from active military
duty to ACER status cannot collect
mustering-out pay until their final
separation from the service. The
official word on this matter comes
from the Finance Officer of Langley
Field who has received many inquiries
about it from ACER men employed at this
Laboratory. The context of his letter
is as follows:

1. Mustering-out payment can be
made only at the time of permanent
separation from the service or at the
time of ultimate relief from active
service.

2. Separation from the service to
work for the NACA is not considered
‘ultimate relief’ as all ACER men will
be returned to active duty as soon as
their employment here is terminated
and prior to their full separation.
