would end f i rst; and how long it would be before the entire war was at 
an end . There were some interestlng reactions. Six-predicted that the 

Suropean co nflict will conclude either in 1944 or soon ' thereafter, one 
1'1gured the Nazis would be li cked by 1945 and one estimated 1946. The 
t ime required to defeat the.Japs wa s estimated at from two to ten 
years. 

The foIl ow i ng coromen ts are not the re sul t of at tempt s to second 
guess such an unpredictable affair as a world war, but are offered a s 
an indi cation of some or your fellow-workers' thoughts on the subject: 

F. L. M. STORM , s pec:llll U. S. Civil Service representative: "The war 
could end next year if ever ybody at home would but realize that WE ARE 
AT WAR. The war will end w1th Germany as soon as fight1ng i s affected 
on German soil. Japan is a different matter. She is now return ing to us 
our scrap . We under- est1mated her abilities and treacher 1es . She has 
resources and her: fanat i c al tendenc1es toward s ui cidal supreme sacri­
fices , All these qualities spell "Unsul're nder" to the last man; by dy-
1ng they believe tfley perpetuate their souls, if they have any, for 
etern i ty . " 

WARREN GILMAN, L Purchase: "The war with Europe w1l1 be over within 
anOther year; and after that, another year of concentrated fighting 
w1l1 end the struggl e between Japan an d the Allie s ." 

CHARLES J . DANIELS, TanK; .. , "Germany will fold UP w1 th1n the next 
year and after that it will take a year to defeat Japan. This war will 
probably take longe r because we are more interested in winning t he 
peace than i n winning the war". 

JERRY TEPLI TZ, 19- foot Tunnel: "The war will end in the Europe an 
theater by September , 1944. The entire war will end in 1946 ". Reason: 
"i ntu!t10n ". 

ED HOWE. Administrative: "I believe that the quantity of war ma­
terials and manpower of the German Empire will be so di mini sned that 
they will not be able to cont inue on in Ule war another year. TilE: 
Allie s can then concenLrate thei l' efforts in wip ing out the Japanese 
and I feel that wi th such c oncen t rated effort. the mi ssion should be 
~omp l eted by 1945". 

JOHN HOTT130LT, Structures: Taking a shot in the dark, he predic ts 
that the "war with Europe may be over by the iat ter part of 194~ The 
IvaI' will not be ccmpl etely over before 1948 or 1949 , bec ause it will be 
functionally impOSsible to get it over any sooner. There are so many 
i s lan ds now occupied by Japan. and it will take time to c ap ture each 
individual one .. . " 

DAVID GOLDENBAUM, Tank: "The Allies will defeat Germany in not less 
th an t hree years. After t he defeat of Germany, i t will take at least 
f i ve more years to defeat.:. Japan. We tend to under-estimate very badly 
the st rength, po te ntial strength, and pertinacity of our oppone n ts- ­
espec 1ally thE: Japanese . " 

ELEANORE GOBBLE, I6-foo t Tunnel: "The war in the European theater 
.. will end in the summer of _1944. However, the war with Japan wi ll not 
end vntll around 1953. because our approach to Japan is so limited and 
we will have :;0 take it in ch by inch."

"The direct adminis tration 
of safety work in al l its 
phases is til e r esponsibility 
of the operations safety com­
mittee" , according to safety 
organization plans. Its speci­
fic respollsibil i ties and acti­
vi ties i n c lude, p r imarily, the 
discussion of accident­
producing cond i tioll s and cir­
cumstances and r ecommendation 
of practical effective correc-
t i v e action. 

tions, pr epa r es a r ep ort , in­
c 1 ud ing re co mm e nda tions fo r 
co rrection of SUCH conditions 
as require attention . He acts 
as a coordinator of safety 
work and promotes accident 
prevention. He attends all 
safety meetings and presents 
problems. 

There is a safe ty coordi­
na to r for each section, ap­
pointed lJ.y the safety e ngi nee r. 
Tlie ('oordinator is respollsible 
for the maintenan c e of safe 
mechanical and physic al work 
en vironm ent of the section . 
He conducts an immediate in­
v es tiga tion of e acll personal 
injury or property damage ac ­
cident and files a r epo rt , 
r ecommends necessar y co rrec­
tive action after each mishap, 
and makes frequent inspect ions 
of p r emises and equipment. 

The accidellt investiga tion 
com mittee is charged with tile 
duty of studying all maj or ac­
cidents involving Laborat o r~­

personnel or equipment and the 
filing of a repo r t to tl1e 
E llgineer-ill-Cllarge as to the 
resul ts of each inves tigation, 
including apparent causes of 
the accident and recommenda-
t ion s for prevention.
