RIGHT TO COMPENSATION FOR PERSONAL , 

INJURIES OF CIVIL EMPLOYEES 
BENEFITS PROVIDED BY LAW 

If a civil employee of tue United States sustains an in­
jury " whil p Ln tne performance of nis duty", rle is entitled 
to 
1. Medica l , tl . logical, and Hospital Service and Supplies, and 
Transporta·tion if Necessary to Secure trle.m. 

Treatment must be obtained from United States . medical of­
ficers and llospitals if practicable; jf tHese are not avail­
able, then by pl~ii6ians and hospitals deSignated by the COm­
pensa tion Commiss ion', a 1 is t of which will be found in tue 
hands of tile official superior or nead of the establishment. 
Where tnere is no deSignated pllysician or hospital, or United 
States medical officer or hospital, an) reputable phjsic~an 
licensed to practice medicine, or any hospital, may be em­
ployed. 
2. Money Benefits While Disabled for Work. 

Beginning on the fourth day of disability, or if leave 
wi th pay is taken, . then on the four til day after pa~' stops, and 
continuing tllroughout tue entire period of disability. 

If totally disabled, benefi ts to be at rate of two-tnirds 
of tuemonthly pay (including value of SUbsistence and quarters 
if furmshecp, but not more than $116.66 nor less tnan $58.33 
per month , except when the montilly pal is less than $58.33, in 
Which case the monttlly compensation sllall be the full amount 
of tlle monthly pay. If partiallj disabl'ed, benefits to be at 

I'lite of two-thirds of tne l'oss of wage-earning capacity caused 
by tne injury. If loss of wage-earning capaci ty is permanent, 
compensation is pa ;>able till deatrl. 
3. Burial Expenses in Case of Death. 

Burial expenses not exceeding $200, and transportat~on of 
bod~ of resident of United States d..ving away from home station, 
if relatives desire it. 
4. Money Benefits in Case of Death. . 

Total compensation can not exceed two-thirds of monthly 
pay of deceased, ~hicn monthly pay for computing compensation 
snaIl be considered to be not more than $175 nor less than 
$87.50, but the monthly eompensation can not exceed the 
thR .~ntnly pay. 

To widow orwhol~~ dependent widower, 35 percent of 
montnly pay of deceased employee until death or remarriage; 
and, in addition, for each child under 18, 10 per cent of 
monthl y pay until deatn, marriage , or reacning tIle age of 18. 

To one cnild under 18., if tnere is no widow or dependent 
Widower, 25 per cent of montnly pa y . 

To each additional child und~r 18, 10 per cent -
To be divided among the children equ~lly. 

To be paid until death, marriage, or reaching age of 18, 
to cruld's guardian. 

Also compensation to parents, brotners, Sisters, grand­
parents, and grandchildren, for eight ~ears, or until death, 
marriage, or reacning tile age of 18, if dependent on deceased. 

No compensation is paY8;ble if the injury was caused b) -

(a) Willful misconduct. 
(b) Intoxication. 
(c) Intention to bring about injury.
