He was in 
the third coacll a nd sat n ext to the aisle about six seats 
from the rear. 

It was ear l y on tl~ morning of Dec. lR and Oscar was 
tr.)ing ' to .sleep. ,As He dozed, thoughts of an accident kept 
running strangel.)' through his mind." Twice during the da:> " 
since the train had chugged out of Miami on its northward 
run, , Oscar recalls feeling the sudden app l ica tion of brakes 
and wondering vaguely if the train we re a bout to str ike 
s orne thing . 

"This Is It" 
Now as he felt the brakes being applied again the same 

tllought scattered througn his mind. When he realized that 
his coach was off the track and bumping unevenly over tIle 
ties, he thought, "this is it". Suddenl:>' trle roof of tile 
front end caved in and folded up. Windows sltattered . Luggage 
from overhead showered down on the passenge rs, who were 
sprawled helplessly throughout the coach. The lights blinked 
out.
