Next Wednesday the NACA'!'s 1949
biennial inspection will get under—
way when a contingent of top gov-
ermuent officials, aircraft manu-
facturers, aercnautical research
experts, and other civilians con-
cerned with the advancements made
during the past year in the Labora~
tory's research program visit the
Laboratorys

Approximately 2,000 invited
guests from all parts of the Unite
ed States are expected to visit
the Leboratory on May 18, 20, 23,
2l, and 27 and June 1 and Te

May 2l and pessibly June 7 are
other dates scheduled for different
contingents of top govermment of=-
ficials, Military service repre-
sentatives will attend the in-
spection May 20, followed May 23
by a group of invited guests from
educational institutions inter-
ested in aeronautical research and
local military installations. On
May 27 a group of student officers
from the U.S, Air Force Institute
of Technology at Wright-Patterson
Field will view the Laboratory's
research facilities and June 1,
which is not a part of the regular
inspection, has been set aside for
a small group from the Institute
of Aeronautical Sciences and the
Royal Aeronautical Society.
