COLLI ER TROPHY 

Lewis A .  Roder t ,  formerly of 
Fl ight Research an d now o f  the 
C level'lnd LlJ.borHtory . i s  t!le 1946 
w inner o f  the Ro bert J .  Coll i er 
Trophy , t he Nat ion ' s  highest 
aviation award , it  was announced 
by the Nat ional AeronAut ic  Assoc­
i8.';. ion. 

C it ed by the Co l l i er Trophy 
Conuni ttee "f o·r his pioneering re­
search and guidance in tho deve­
lopment end practical  appl icat ion 
o f  � thermal ic e-prevent ion system 
for a ircraft , "  Rodert w ill r ec e ive 
the award from Pres ident Truman on 
'Nednesday , December 1 7 ,  a t  th.., 
White House. 

Rod ert conducted  most of his 
bas ic  r e s earch from 1336 t o  1 940 
in the i 1 ight Research Divi S i on , 
which at that t ime was d ir ec ted 
by Floyd L .  Thompson , pr e s ent 
chief o f  research.  He W 3 S  t rans­
f erred in 1940 to the Ames Lab­
oratory Bnd is now chief o f  
Fli�ht Res earch at  the C l eve­
land Lab. 

Culminat ing neBrly t en years of 
intens-i v e  r es earch under the � ir ec­
tion of Rodert in the laborat o r i es 
and research airplanes of the f\,ACA, 
a large twin- eng ine trans port air­
plane , equ ipped w ith "heat ed wings"  
last  year flew frequently through 
some or- the worst ice Htorms i n  
the country while other a ircraft 
were grounded - a feat which caused 
the Co l l i er Trophy j UGges to make 
the award to Rodert for "the

greatest achievement in aviat i on 
in America , the value of which he s 

, been demonstra ted by a c tue l use 
dur ing the prec eding year. " 

'i'he real S ignif i c ance of his 
work is that ice,  which has been 
one of the most pers ist ent and 
vicious menaces to air navi�tion ,  
b ecomes greatly d iminished in 
impor t'lllce ,3.S a f l ight hazard 
following the suc c essfu l  develop­
ment of therma l i c e-prevention 
syst ems . All new transport a ir­
craft in this country are now in­
c orpora ting t hermal ice-prevent ion 
systems . 

The a ppl icat i on of heat to the 
ice-vulnerable parts of aircraft 
takes many forms , depending on the 
part . \" ing an1 t a i l  surfaces are 
prot ec ted by piping hot a i r ,  Je­
r ived eithe r from exhaust-heat ex­
changers o r  spec ial combuRt ion 
heat ers , through the leading edges -
where ice begins to form. Pro­
pellers can be freed of ice by 
conduct ing hot gas through the 
blades , or applying electri cally­
heated t hin rubbe r  coverings on the 
blade surfac e .  This la tter me thod 
c an h e  appl ied to other vulnerable 
parts ,  such as ant enna masts and 
p itot tubes . Eng i ne a i r  intake 
duc ts and carburetors are  protect­
ed by heated a ir. Windshields are 
c onstructed w ith hot a i r  c irculat­
ing s pace between two sheets o f  
glas s , or b y  a new , spec ially­
d eveloped g lass which can conduc t 
electriC ity for heating purposes.  

Without detrac ting from the 
impor tance of preventing ice f rom 
forming on all vulnerAble parts 
o f  the  airplane , the "hot wing" is 
probably the most spec t acular ap­
plication of the thernal ice-pre­
ven t i on ide a .  The accumulation of 
i c e  on wing change s  its s hape , re-
8ult � ng  in loss of lift ; increases 
the drag ; and increases the air­
plac e wei�ht - a combina t ion o f  
c ircumstances leeding t o  forc ed 
land ings , at b est . By c onducting 
hot a i r  through the wing lead ing 
edge , ice i8 never perm i tted t o  
form ,  and the poss ibil i ty o f  dis­
aster is el i�inated.  While the 
paramount benefit from t hermal ice­
pr even t i on i s  safety,  improved re­
liabi lity of air t ransport s er­
v i c e  under i c ing condit i o p.8 is a 
very imrortant result of th is de­
velopment .  

Rodert was born 1 n  Knnsas City , 
Mi ssouri , an d spent his youth on a 
farm near Garnett , Kansa s .  He 
gradua t ed from the Un ivers i ty of 
M i nnesota in 1930 And taught at 
Dulut h ,  Minn esota Junior College.
