The Noble Order of the Green Cow, LMAL social organi­
zation; pas an interesting hifl tory, though much of the in­
formation c .oncerning the early days. has been lost, ,in an­
tiquity, according to Clyde Lumpkin, of the Administrative 
Section. ' 

A majority df the Laboratory personnel realizes just 
what the Green Cow of today represents, but comparatively 
few are aware of its beginning and the SUbsequent enter­
tainment ahd recreatiOhal activities sponsored by the 
organization. 

Initiates Employees 
Mr. Lumpkin says his earliest recollection dates from 

fl,bout 1923, at which Ume the Order consis ted of H ttle more 
than a; horse play institution. It in turn was nothing more 
than an initiation, nearly all of the employees of the Lab­
oratory having been initiated one or more ,tillles 'tnto it. 

. At the time of Mr. Lumpkin's arrival on the scene, the 
Slightest opp,ortunity and a victim were all that were nec­
essary to producp. an initiation into the Green Cow. "Then 
cwne the great event of the opening of the present Service 
Building, . early in 1925. In those days," Mr. Lumpkin re­
calls, "a new building for ' the Laboratory was something 10 
shout about; and the shouting on this occasion took the form 
of a dance for the employees." 

While the dance was strictly informal,"it was one of 
those occasions that click from start to finish. In fact 
i t8 success was so outstanding that, a general clamor was" set 
up for more. A Commi tt.e.e was formed to figure ways Q.J1d 
me/l,lls of capturing the spirit of the occasion and the Noble 
Order of the Green Cow, as we know it today, was born." 

Preserves Name and Spirit 
The committee preserved the name and the hilarious 

spirit of the old order, but amputated the initiations, 
which were becoming a little too severe for the hide and 
bones of the Laboratory's more r.efined members. ' From that 
day forward the organization flourished. 

Bach dance was opened for a Hme with a prqmenade by the 
GreenGow herself. Becaus.eof the deep feeling for her, it 
was decided to create from such materials that. were' avail­
able, .a likeness of the Order's beloved patron. While the 
likeness may n.ot have been flattering, and a pair of engin­
e.ers can scarcely d.o justice to the graceful walk of' a cow, 
t .he deed was done. Due to poor visibility, the hind legs 
experienced trouble keeping up with the front .ones, but the 
Green C'ow lived.
